Keith Adams: Spalted 
maple vase, large and small bowls from walnut stump, dyed.  
Wilson Banks: red cedar bowl, apple vase & walnut vessel.  Terry 
Quiram: bowls from sassafras, cherry and cedar, Christmas 
ornaments, ring holders and a bird house.  Dave Bloom:  Bottle 
stoppers, nested bowls from hard maple burl, with natural edge.  
Dave Kraft: Christmas ornaments, cedar mortar & pestle.  Jim 
Meizelis: fishing pole with a turned and shaped fish. Bob Adam: 
two sycamore bowls, one 17 ½” in diameter and the other with a 
painted and carved through rim.
